Background

The Housing Authority of Snohomish County (“Authority”) operates the Single Family
Rehabilitation Loan Program, which provides loans to families to perform rehabilitation and critical
safety repairs on single-family residences throughout Snohomish County, excluding the City of
Everett. Because the program receives federal CDBG and HOME funding, lead risk assessment
and clearance must be performed on all homes that were constructed prior to 1978 in accordance
with federal regulations, by EPA-certified lead risk assessors.

Scope of Services

The Authority is seeking proposals from EPA-certified lead risk assessors. Specific tasks include
but are not limited to the following:

1) Inspection and assessment of lead risk in single-family homes throughout Snohomish
County, including inspection for the presence of lead in the home, and paint, soil and dust
analysis for lead, prior to determination of the rehabilitation scope of work.

2) Clearance (wipe) tests after rehabilitation is complete.

Proposal Content

In general, the written proposal shall discuss the services to be provided, the expertise and
qualifications of the individuals who will provide the services, and the rates to be charged for
services. At a minimum, the proposal should provide the following:

1. Resumes of all personnel that would provide services to the Housing Authority, and the
position of each employee within the firm should be identified as it relates to billing
rates;

2. A clear explanation of the specific services to be provided;

3. A discussion of the collective experience and qualifications in lead assessment, risk
analysis, and clearance;

4. Proposed pricing structure for services to be performed at a given rate, including lead

assessments and clearances;

A schedule of hourly rates to be charged for services; and

6. At least two references
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Proposal Rating Criteria

The highest ranked proposal will be selected. Highest ranking will be determined by the
proposal which receives the most points.

Experience of lead personnel 25 points
Experience with lead assessment and clearance 25 points
Costs of services to be provided 25 points
Overall quality and clarity of written proposal 25 points
